Students have already examined
different genres of writing in Y7,
particularly during Author Study.
Students have already gained a
range of writing skills throughout the
Y7 curriculum.

Examining our literary heritage,
through the study of Chaucer, helps
prepare students for Early Modern
language. Students will have some
prior knowledge of Shakespearian
context from KS2.
