Anticipated Misconceptions:

. Students will use FAR feedback to
target specific, personalised
misconceptions during their
revision these may include: feature
spotting, lack of depth for
conceptual issues, mislabelling
terms and etc.

Students have already studied a range of texts
from the past, such as Chaucer and
Shakespeare, at KS3 and KS4 so they have a
grounding in literary heritage. Shakespeare and
Keats are studied in AS Literature as part of the
literary canon.
