Uniform
● ASA Blazer

Equipment
All academy students are expected to bring the following to 

school every day:

● Academy planner
● Pen
● Pencil
● Ruler

Students are required to carry their equipment in a plain 
school bag.

Students will receive a planner for free on their first day in 
the academy but will be expected to pay for a replacement if this 
is lost.

Replacement planners can be purchased from Student Services.



Prohibited Items
● Chewing gum

● Jewellery, other than a single, small gold/silver, plain stud 
in each ear lobe.

● Body modification piercings.

● Coloured nail varnish

● False nails

● False eyelashes

● Eyeliner, mascara, lipstick or any other form of make-up
(light foundation to cover up skin blemishes will be allowed)

● Dyed hair of an unnatural colour, i.e. pink or purple



Phones/Electronic Devices
● Students are NOT allowed to use mobile phones under any 

circumstances whilst in the academy.

● If a student is seen or heard, it will be confiscated by a 
member of staff and will be available to collect from 
Student Services at the end of the school day.

● The use of any electronic equipment in any lessons is 
prohibited unless specific allowed by a member of staff.

● The academy will not be responsible for the loss or damage 
of any electronic devices under any circumstances.

Wellbeing Support
● Any member of staff can make a referral for your child but 

it is best to contact your child’s tutor to provide any 
information you want to make the Wellbeing Team aware 
of.

● The Wellbeing Team may reach out to you to discuss this in 
further detail.

● Teachers, Tutors and the Year 7 Team may also contact you 
over time to check in on your child.



Contacting the Academy
● The main port of call is always reception, who will then 

transfer you to the correct staff member.

● Tutors will always be the first point of contact for day to 
day occurrences, for example: uniform, equipment, 
homework and other general enquiries.

● Any major incidents or concerns you need to report will 
be directed to the Year 7 Team or Safeguarding Team by 
reception.

● If there is an urgent need for contact, the academy may get 
in touch during the school day.

● As staff call from within the school, numbers will usually 
appear as “withheld” unless they are calling from an office.



Free School Meals
● If any of the below apply to you and you have not yet 

applied for Free Schools Meals, please use the link at the 
bottom to complete an application:

You must be in receipt of one of the following benefits:

● income support
● income based jobseeker's allowance
● income related employment and support allowance (ESA – IR)
● universal credit if the household is earning less than £7,400 per year
● asylum seekers receiving support under Part VI of the Immigration and 

Asylum Act 1999
● the guaranteed element of state pension credit
● child tax credit with an annual income of no more than £16,190 as 

assessed by the Inland Revenue. If also in receipt of working tax credit 
you will not be eligible

● working tax credit run on - paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying 
for working tax credit

Frequently Asked Questions
What do we wear for Transition Week?
● Students are expected to wear their normal primary 

school uniform.

How do students know where to go?
● Arriving at Bilton Grove entrance, students will be 

directed to the Winter Garden bt staff.
● Students will be taken to their tutors to be registered.
● Students will be escorted from lesson to lesson, and will 

have an extended break.

How do students get their lunches?
● Students can bring a pack up, or they can have hot or cold 

school dinners.

Frequently Asked Questions
How do students know where to go?
● Until students get to know their own way around the 

academy, they will be escorted from lesson to lesson, and 
to and from social times. During Transition Week, this will 
be done by a member of staff and Y10 Student Leaders. The 
same procedure will be followed in September for the first 
few weeks of term. Pastoral staff are permanently on the 
corridors, so there will always be someone to ask for 
directions, should students get lost.

What if there is a medical issue?
● If your child is ill, they will be sent to Student Services. A 

First Aider will check them over, and if they are ok, return 
them to lessons. If they think they need to go home, they 
will call you. It will be up to you to decide whether you 
collect them, they make their own way home, or whether 
you want them to stay in school.



Frequently Asked Questions
How do we get/give support for behaviour?
● Tutors are always the best port of call for behaviour so 

contacting them and asking them to give you a call back is 
always the best first option. If you have spoken to them and 
feel that the situation needs to be escalated to the 
pastoral team, they will let the pastoral team know and 
they will get in touch with you.

How can I find out how my child is doing at school?
● Using the Edulink app is the best way to monitor your child 

within school. It contains details about achievements, 
behavioural concerns, progress and attendance. 
Downloading the app from the App Store or Google Play 
Store is the easiest way to Edulink but you can check it on 
the regular website too.



Frequently Asked Questions
What is Whisper?
● Whisper is an online reporting tool found on our website, 

or the Whisper app. Students and parents can anonymously 
report any issues they may have on there, and the 
safeguarding team will pick this up.

What are lunchtime arrangements?
● Students will mainly eat in the Winter Garden. Students 

with passes may use the Rainbow Room and others may wish 
to use the library.

What clubs do we offer?
● Currently, we offer clubs ranging from sports to drama, 

to Chinese. An updated list of all the clubs will be released 
to students in September. Our list of clubs is constantly 
changing to best cater for the interests of all.
